
When I was a young man, I took on the task of building a bedside 
table to hold the books I read at bedtime. My father had worked 

in prior years as a carpenter, so I knew his help would be valuable. 
As I began to saw one of the boards, I gripped the handsaw tightly 

and tried to muscle my way through the cut. My father 
stopped me and gave me one of the best lessons of my 
life. He said I was working harder than necessary and 
ruining the cut. He showed me how to grip the handsaw 
with a minimum of energy so that the saw could do its 
work and keep a straight line.

Using a handsaw properly mattered. It was easier 
than “muscling” my way through, and the cut was straight. God’s Word is 
like that. When we get out of the way and let God’s Word do its work, it is 
easier and cuts straight.
